Significant RI/FS/RAP and Interim Measure Activities and Events

= The fight non-aquecus phase liquid (LNAPL) recovery system located south of the main plant building
is not currently operating due to piant decommissioning activities. The recovery wells and the
monitoring wells were gauged on June 2, 2608, Small accumulations of LNAPL were recorded (Table
1), and approximately 0.1 gallons of LNAPL were removed. The wells in this area will continue to be
monitored and bailed, when possible, until power can be restored to the recovery system (once the

building is down).

e The Quench Pit Area was not accessible during the month of June 2008. As allowed by plant
decommissioning activities, the wells in this area will be manually bailed until power is restored to the
automated recovery system.

» A groundwater sampling program was completed between May 29" and June 8" 2008, to further
assess fotal dissolved solids and ammonia nitrogen in groundwater along the Saginaw River and to
evaluate background concentrations.

* Agroundwater sample was collected on June 3, 2008, from monitoring well B-7R, and analyzed for
polychiorinated biphenyls (PCBs) to further investigate a PCB detection observed in April 2008.

s A bare soil area {approximately 12-feet by 14-feet in size), located in the northwest quadrant of the
Green Point Landfill was filled, graded, seeded, and mulched with straw.
