Compliance Activities Completed for the Period (October 1 through October 30, 2007)

St. Lawrence River
On October 4, 2007, maintenance on the St. Lawrence River Sediment Cap was conducted.  Maintenance on the cap was based on the cap inspection conducted on July 31, 2007.  Approximately 4 cubic yards of rock (4-6 inches in size) was placed over 4 small shoreline areas of the cap.  The total approximate area of the repair was 80 square feet.  Placement of the rock was performed by Perras Environmental.  All cap inspection and maintenance details will be presented in the St. Lawrence River Monitoring and Maintenance report at the end of 2007.
Raquette River

During the month of October, Outfall 002 (Raquette River) was sampled on October 20, 2007.  The analytical results are provided in Attachment I.

Groundwater Controls
On October 2, 2007, GM collected quarterly groundwater samples from the sump northeast of the Industrial Landfill.  Analytical results are provided in Table 3.

On October 19, 2007 GM submitted the Interim Groundwater Characterization Sampling and Analysis Report (CDM, 2007).  The report includes an assessment of the validated analytical results from the November 2006 and May 2007 groundwater sampling events.  The results of the study provide the necessary information to modify the groundwater remedial plans from those previously submitted by GM.
Access continues to be denied to eight monitoring wells located on private property on the St. Regis Mohawk Property. 
On September 25, 2006, GM submitted the draft Quality Assurance Project Plan (QAPP) to USEPA for approval.  GM is awaiting approval from USEPA of this plan.
Mohawk Uplands Soils
A remedial action completion report providing details of the construction work with summaries and validated analytical data is being prepared for submittal to USEPA.  
Access to the one remaining property of concern on the St. Regis Mohawk Tribal Reservation (the north parcel) continues to be restricted by the property owner.  The SRMT Environmental Division continues to attempt to resolve the access issue with the remaining property owner.
Cove Project
On October 2, 2007, GM collected quarterly groundwater samples from the Cove holding pond.  Analytical results are provided in Table 4.

On October 29, 2007 GM successfully completed the spottail shiner sampling in the Cove and over the Sediment Cap in the St. Lawrence River.  In the vicinity of the Cap, spottail shiners were collected intermittently along the shoreline, with many coming from the eastern edge of the Cap.  In the Cove, spottail shiners were collected along the shoreline in the southeastern corner of the cove.  General observations were made on fish species presence in the Cap and Cove areas, and also on habitat conditions in the cove.  In total, 19 fish species were observed in the Cove and 15 fish species were observed in the Sediment Cap area.  Water clarity in the Cove was 8 to 10 feet, and approximately 50% of the Cove bottom had aquatic vegetation.  In the Sediment Cap area, both large and small fish were observed.  All biota sampling details will be presented in the St. Lawrence River Monitoring and Maintenance report at the end of 2007.
On April 24, 2006, GM submitted the revised draft Cove Remedial Action Completion Report to USEPA for approval.  GM is still awaiting USEPA’s approval of this report.

Maintenance Activities

On January 26, 2007, the draft General Motors Site Inspection, Monitoring and Maintenance Plan (IMMP) was submitted to USEPA for approval.   

During the month of October, Outfall 004 (north of the Industrial Landfill) was sampled on October 20, 2007.  The analytical results are provided in Attachment I.
During the month of October, a total of approximately 79,590 gallons of water (approximately 57,670 gallons from the sump northeast of the Industrial Landfill and 21,920 gallons from the containment cell areas) were transferred to GM’s WWTS for treatment.
