= The light non-aquecus phase liguid {LNAPL) recovery system located south of the main plant building
is not currently operating due to plant demolition activities. The recovery wells and the monitoring
welis were gauged on May 8, 2008. Small accumulations of LNAPL were recorded {Table 1), and
approximately 0.25 galfons of LNAPL were removed. The wells in this area will continue to be
monitored and bailed, when possible, until power can be restored to the recovery system (once the
building is down).

s Approximately 1 gallon of LNAPL was bailed from monitoring wells in the Quench Pit area on May 8,
2008.
