Compliance Activities Completed for the Period (June 1 through June 30, 2008)

Raquette River

During the month of June, Outfall 002 (Raquette River) was sampled on June 5, 2008.  The analytical results are provided in Attachment I.
Groundwater Controls
On June 25, 2008, GM collected quarterly groundwater samples from the sump northeast of the Industrial Landfill.  Analytical results for the sampling are pending.

On October 19, 2007 GM submitted the Interim Groundwater Characterization Sampling and Analysis Report (CDM, 2007).  GM is awaiting comments from USEPA on this report. The report includes an assessment of the validated analytical results from the November 2006 and May 2007 groundwater sampling events.  The results of the study provide the necessary information to modify the groundwater remedial plans from those previously submitted by GM.
On September 25, 2006, GM submitted the draft Quality Assurance Project Plan (QAPP) to USEPA for approval.  GM is awaiting approval from USEPA of this plan.
Mohawk Uplands Soils
The Mohawk Upland Area Remedial Action Completion Report was submitted to USEPA on February 6, 2008.  
Access to the one remaining property of concern on the St. Regis Mohawk Tribal Reservation (the north parcel) continues to be restricted by the property owner.  The SRMT Environmental Division continues to attempt to resolve the access issue with the remaining property owner.
Cove Project
On May 30, 2008, USEPA approved the Proposed Scope of Work to Re-evaluate the Fish Consumption Advisory.  The fish consumption advisory for the remediated cove area in the St. Lawrence River adjacent to the General Motors, Inc. (GM) facility advisory was established by the NYSDEC and the NYSDOH in 1990 based on fish fillet samples collected in 1988 (NYSDEC 1990; NYSDOH 1990).  Since then, both the embayment and cove areas adjacent to the GM facility in the St. Lawrence River have been remediated (1995 and 2004-2005, respectively). 

The scope of work began on June 10, 2008, when GM’s remedial contractor (Arcadis) mobilized to the site.  From June 10 through June 13, 2008, electro-fishing was conducted at three fish sampling locations under a special environmental fishing permit issued by NYSDEC. Two of the fish sampling locations were located at the Cove and Embayment area in the St. Lawrence River adjacent to GM. The third fish sampling location was located above the Robert Moses Dam in the St. Lawrence River.  A total of 91 fish of six different target species were collected from the three locations.  The species included Northern Pike, Yellow Perch, Rock Bass, Brown Bullhead, White Sucker, and Pumpkin Seed.  The fish collected were similar in size to those collected by the NYSDEC in 1988 and in most cases met minimum size limits set by the NYSDEC in the New York State Freshwater Fishing Regulations. 
The collected fish were wrapped in food-grade plastic bags and submitted frozen on ice to Pace Analytical, Inc., in Green Bay, Wisconsin to be processed as individual fillets (i.e., one fish per sample).  The fillet samples will be analyzed in the laboratory for PCB Aroclors and percent lipids.  Documentation during field processing included length and weight measurements as well as photographs. Following receipt and validation of the analytical data, a report will be written and submitted to the USEPA, the SRMT Environmental Division, and the NYSDEC.
On June 25, 2008, GM collected semi-annual water samples from the Cove holding pond (Turtle Creek).  Analytical results for the sampling are pending.

On April 24, 2006, GM submitted the revised draft Cove Remedial Action Completion Report to USEPA for approval.  GM is still awaiting USEPA’s approval of this report.

Maintenance Activities

On June 25, 2008, GM collected a quarterly sump water samples from the underdrain beneath GM Process Water Lagoon #2 (former 350,000 gallon lagoon). Analytical results for the sampling are pending.

Outfall 004 (north of the Industrial Landfill) was sampled on June 5, 2008.  The analytical results are provided in Attachment I.
Also during the month of June, a total of approximately 20,860 gallons of water (approximately 6,380 gallons from the sump northeast of the Industrial Landfill and 14,480 gallons from the containment cell areas) were transferred to GM’s WWTS for treatment.
