In accordance with requirements of the above referenced Consent Order, we are providing you with this Monthly Status Report for the month of December 2009.  

1. Work Completed This Reporting Period  
· Accumulated liquids were disposed of off-site on December 3, 2009.

· An attempt at flushing and backwashing the force main, and the quarterly site inspection were performed on December 9, 2009.
· Dewatering of the leak detection vaults occurred on December 14, 2009.
2. Summaries of Findings 

· It was found during the attempt at flushing the force main that some sort of special fittings would be required to flush the force main; therefore, backwashing of the force main was attempted; however, it appears that a check valve present in the force main system prevented the backwashing.

8. Projected Work

· Dewatering of the leak detection vaults is scheduled for January 13, 2010.

· Flushing of the force mains will be performed on January 14, 2010.
9. Reports/Data

· Leak detection Vaults A, B, C, D, E and F were pumped on December 14, 2009.  During December 2009, no water was removed from Vaults A, and D.  However, 40 gallons were removed from Vault B, 124 gallons were removed from Vault C, 478 gallons were removed from Vault E, and 20 gallons were removed from Vault F.  Total volume of water removed from the vaults during the month of December was 752 gallons (including rinse water).  According to the master flow meter, a total of 366 gallons were discharged to the accumulation tank, indicating a false reading as a result of the restriction within the force main, which is still being evaluated/resolved; therefore, according to the flow meter no water was pumped from the sumps during the month of December 2009.  However, based on the off-site discharge of 2,758 gallons of water in early December, 709 gallons of sump water were discharged to the accumulation tank between early September and early December 2009, which were not registered by the flow meter due to the greatly reduced flow rate within the restricted force main.
